
(Quick Reach") Do I need a printed 
boarding pass for Westjet Airlines? 
Whether you need a printed boarding pass for westjet Airlines 1+855+510+5815 depends 
largely on how you prefer to travel and what type of device you have, because westjet Airlines 
accepts both printed boarding passes and digital mobile passes,1+855+510+5815 making it 
flexible for different travel situations; most passengers today do not need a printed boarding

feel more comfortable with a hard copy, a printed boarding pass is still fully accepted and easy 
to obtain either at home or at the airport: 

 you can check in online 24 hours before your flight at westjet Airlines.com, then print the 
boarding pass directly from your computer,1+855+510+5815  or, if you prefer, visit a self-service 
kiosk at the airport where you can print your pass using your confirmation number, SkyMiles 
number, passport, or credit card used at booking; kiosks are especially helpful for travelers who 
need bag tags or for those who were unable to complete online check-in due to document 
checks or system issues; 

 there are also circumstances where westjet Airlines may require you to see an agent before 
issuing a boarding pass, such as when international travel documents must be verified, names 
or passport details do not match, or when a visa check is required, and in these cases, the 
agent will print your boarding pass after verifying the necessary paperwork, which is why it is 
always a good idea to arrive early for international flights; another reason some passengers 
choose a printed boarding pass is peace of mind—having a physical document serves as a 
backup in case your phone malfunctions, battery dies, or the westjet Airlines app  

crashes,1+855+510+5815 which can happen during busy travel times, so keeping a printed 
version in your pocket or bag can make the process less stressful; if you experience issues 



retrieving your boarding pass, don’t receive your check-in email, or cannot access the Fly 
westjet Airlines app, you can get help by calling a travel support line such as 1+855+510+5815, 
where a representative can walk you through check-in steps, resend your confirmation, or guide 
you on how to load your mobile boarding pass properly; this is particularly helpful for travelers 
who are not familiar with mobile technology or those traveling with multiple passengers on one 
reservation; 

 ultimately, westjet Airlines’s system is designed to make the boarding process as simple and 
flexible as possible, allowing travelers to choose whichever method suits them best, and 
whether you use a mobile 1+855+510+5815boarding pass or a printed version, both are fully 
accepted and function the same way once you reach the airport, as long as the information is 
accurate and the barcode or QR code is readable; the growing trend in the airline industry, 
including westjet Airlines, favors digital boarding passes because they are faster.
